Building on the advanced diploma with a degree will provide our GDV students with the option of both teaching as well as working in the design field,” said Sandra Dupret, Dean of the Haliburton School of Art + Design.    
Computer Engineering Technology is a six-semester advanced diploma program that ensures students have the skills needed for the analysis and design of complex computer systems and networks. Course work includes project management as well as preparation for industry certification exams such as A+ and Cisco Networking. Graduates are recognized by the Ontario Association of Certified Engineering Technicians and Technologists (OACETT) as meeting all academic requirements for certification in the Certified Engineering Technologists category.

Graphic Design – Visual Communication at Fleming is an advanced diploma program compressed into two years. Students attend classes year-round in the GDV Studio a unique and contemporary ‘classroom as design lab and studio.’ Students gain the skills and knowledge required to communicate ideas in digital and printed media through extensive and varied applied learning experiences.

York’s Consecutive B.Ed. in Technological Education is a full-time professional degree program that includes in-class and blended courses as well as both a school practicum and a community practicum. Students in the program can also earn advanced standing credits toward a Master of Education degree. Graduates are qualified to teach technological subjects for grades 9-12 in a range of areas – everything from communication technology to manufacturing technology to technological design and construction technology.
