ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS FOR THE THIRD YEAR/ENTRY INTO THE PROFESSIONAL YEARS OF THE PROGRAM

requirements by May 15 of the application year:

e  Successful completion of SWRK 1000H, 1001H, 2001H, and 2004H (or equivalent);
e A minimum grade of 70% in each of the completed Social Work courses (1000H, 1001H, 2001H, and 2004H);

e A minimum total of 10.0 credits;

e A minimum cumulative average of 70% in courses completed at Trent.
