The agreement allows eligible graduates from any of Fleming’s advanced diploma, diploma or certificate programs the opportunity to apply and obtain credit for related courses within Algoma’s Bachelor of Arts, Bachelor of Business Administration, Bachelor of Computer Science, Bachelor of Social Work, Bachelor of Science, or Bachelor of Fine Arts programs.

Further, the new partnership provides more specific transfer agreements around certain programs within Fleming’s School of Environmental and Natural Resource Sciences, allowing students to obtain a diploma and a degree in as few as four years.

This new pathway agreement with Fleming College provides students with the ability to combine and enhance their diploma success with the high quality degree completion opportunity that is available at Algoma University.
