New partnership between Fleming College and IT Sligo paves the way for degree completion, student exchanges


Multiple Fleming College programs eligible for international degree pathways within newly-signed MOU
Peterborough, ON (Nov. 24, 2016) – Fleming College in Ontario, Canada has signed a comprehensive and ground-breaking memorandum of understanding (MOU) with IT Sligo in Ireland that provides pathways to a degree for 10 Fleming diploma programs.
For the first time ever at Fleming, Carpentry Technician students have a defined pathway to a degree. Eligible graduates can complete IT Sligo’s Bachelor of Science (BSc) in Advanced Wood and Sustainable Building Technology degree program or the BSc in Construction Project Management. 
And, in another first for Fleming, eligible graduates of the Instrumentation and Control Engineering Technician program can go on to complete a Bachelor of Engineering (BEng) in Mechatronics. 
“IT Sligo and Fleming believe that the changing economic environment is based on knowledge that is international in scope. These pathways acknowledge these changes and offer greater choice to our students to enter that flexible work environment. This MOU is also recognition of the quality of the diplomas offered at Fleming,” said Maxine Mann, Dean of the School of Trades and Technology and the School of Business.  

Other pathways within the agreement include:

· Environmental Technician/Technology, Ecosystem Management to BSc in Environmental Protection or BSc in Environmental Science

· Early Childhood Education to BA in Early Childhood Care and Education

· Social Service Worker to BA in Social Care Practice

· Recreation and Leisure Services to Bachelor of Business in Recreation & Leisure

· Computer Engineering Technician/Technology to BSc in Computing in Systems & Networking

Select IT Sligo degree programs offer online options for students, and most of the designated degree programs allow Fleming alumni to complete a degree with just one additional year of study or an honours degree with two further years of study.
The MOU also offers pathways to Fleming College for graduates of IT Sligo Higher Certificate programs, and lays the groundwork to develop opportunities for faculty and student exchanges, professional development, and distance education. 
“I have talked personally with Fleming graduates who have gone on to complete degree programs in Ireland. They speak highly of the experience and confirm that their education at Fleming proved to be great preparation for the next stage in their education. I am certain that this agreement with IT Sligo will lead to similar success,” said Fleming College President Tony Tilly.
